They gradually spread
from the highland centers in
orthwest India to France on the west,

The
Neanderthalers were great hunters,
and the tribes in France were the first
to adopt the practice of giving the
most successful hunters the choice of
women for wivesG

The reindeer was highly useful to
these Neanderthal peoples, serving as
food, clothing, and for tools, since
they made various uses of the horns
and bones. They had little culture, but
they greatly improved the work in
