creation dates from long after the time
of Moses; he never taught the
Hebrews such a distorted story. But

he did present a simple and condensed
narrative of creation to the Israelites,
hoping thereby to augment his appeal
to worship the Creator, the Universal
Father, whom he called the Lord God
of Israel.G

In his early teachings, Moses very
wisely did not attempt to go back of
Adam's time, and since Moses was
the supreme teacher of the Hebrews,
the stories of Adam became
intimately associated with those of
